Or, How to I Get My Students on the Live Broadcast?

Hello JASON Teachers!

During the course of the one-hour broadcast, there will be an opportunity for students from around the world to ask host Michael DiSpezio and the host researchers questions that directly relate for the Disappearing Wetlands curriculum. This process is called the Interactive Platform. If your students would like to participate in this exciting activity, here are some guidelines to make it more likely that your student will be selected to ask his or her question, and then subsequently, their question broadcast live to Louisiana.

1. Here are some sample themes that will be discussed during the week of the broadcast. Your students may want to use these as a starting point (but not use them as their own). What makes the Southern Louisiana region unique?

How has the Louisiana region changed over time?

How do you measure change in the wetlands regions?

How much of the damage to the wetlands is done by the nutria?

How do you distinguish natural change from change caused by humans?

2. Keep the questions brief. Please do not direct them to any specific person on the expedition (i.e., “This question is for Jacoby Carter, How do…..?”).
3. Print them on a 3 X 5 card (legibly) with the student’s name, grade, and school
Once in the Auditorium before the broadcast program, you will be asked by one of the NASA Ames volunteers or Emcees for representatives who want to participate in the Interactive Platform. They will randomly take students to a back area to video their question and send electronically via the Internet. Only those students with prepared questions will be selected. Please cooperate with the volunteers. We will try to get as many students into the system as possible (perhaps 10-15). If we are lucky, the producers of the program will select one of our Ames northern California students, and we will all see and hear them in “living color” on the screen during that broadcast.
